North Lincoln Fire & Rescue District #1 has referred a measure to the May 15, 2018
ballot for voters to consider the issuance of general obligation bonds not to exceed
$6,500,000. If the measure passes, the tax cost of these bonds would be $0.19 per
$1,000 of assessed value. Based on current information from the Lincoln County
Assessor’s Office, the owner of a home assessed at $200,000 would pay an estimated
$38.00 per year. Currently in place is the 2017-18 Operating Rate of $0.68, the
Local Option Levy of $0.84, and the existing Bond Rate of $0.13 for a total of $1.65
per $1,000 of assessed value. If this measure passes, the new combined rate
would be $1.84 per $1,000 of assessed value.
If the measure does not pass, the additional assessment of $0.19
per $1,000 of assessed value would not be made.

If the bond measure passes, the following projects would be
completed:

8 Replace air packs at the end of their 15 -year lifespan

8 Replace the 25  -year old emergency communications system

S Replace fire engines, a ladder truck, rescue apparatus, and
command vehicles that serve fire and EMS personnel

8 Changes to the Bob Everest Station (NW 25th & Hwy 101)

( 1 Add office space to allow all administrative staff to be housed in
one location

( 2 )nstall a fire sprinkler system

( 3 Replace emergency generator

(4Build an enclosed room to house firefighter
( 5 Repave parking areas and build a retaining wall

( 6 Replace HVAC system

( 7 Reconfigure crew quarters by building six dorms and three
athrooms, adding a secondary means of egress, and repairing the
kitchen and living areas

8 Replace emergency generator at the Rose Lodge Station

8 Pave the parking lot at the Kernville Station

§ Build a pump testing/draft site and live fire training site at the
St. Clair Station

The District has applied for a grant to replace the air packs, but is uncertain as

to whether or not the grant will be awarded. The District was not able to identify
any other funding sources for the other items. If the bond measure does not pass,
the above items would not be purchased and the listed projects would not be
completed.
